As the premier conservative rating listed in all major political almanacs and
reference guides, ACU's "Rating" is often quoted by the media and is
extensively used by political strategists and candidates running for public
office.

As the umbrella grassroots lobbying group of the Conservative Movement, ACU tracks a wide variety of issues before Congress, ranging from
taxes to spending and national security to abortion. Accordingly, our ratings encompass three general categories: (1) economic and budget
matters; (2) social and cultural issues, and (3) defense and foreign policy. ACU endeavors to analyze votes from each category in order to

obtain a balanced, comprehensive picture of an individual member's ideological predisposition based upon recorded records.

Each member of the House and Senate is rated on a scale of 0 to 100.

The purpose of the "Rating" is to inform the public, in as unbiased a method as possible, exactly where individual Senators and Members of

the House stand on the ideological spectrum from liberal to conservative.
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U.S. Senate VOTING RECORD DESCRIPTIONS (2007)

1. Earmark Disclosure

S1 (Roll Call 5). The Senate killed an amendment that would have required the disclosure of the names of Senators requesting special interest earmark spending and expanded the
definition of earmarks to include federally-funded non-federal projects. ACU favors greater transparency in “earmarked” spending and favored this amendment, which was defeated
January 11, 2007 by a vote of 46-51.

2. Regulation of Grassroots Lobbying
S 1 (Roll Call 17). The Senate adopted an amendment protecting grassroots lobbying organizations from having to reveal the names of their contributors. ACU favored this
amendment, which passed the Senate January 18, 2007 by a vote of 55-43.

3. Iraq War—Cloture
S 574 (Roll Call 51). The Senate refused to move to a vote on a resolution disapproving the “surge” of 20,000 additional troops into Iraq. ACU opposed this resolution. Although
the motion achieved a 56-34 majority on February 17, 2007, 60 votes are required to shut off debate, so the resolution was not approved.

4. Tax Cuts
SConRes 21 (Roll Call 107). The Senate rejected an amendment to the Fiscal Year 2008 Budget Resolution that would have permitted the extension of the 2001 tax cuts ACU
favored the amendment, which was defeated March 23, 2007 by a vote of 46-52.

5. Alternative Minimum Tax

SConRes 21 (Roll Call 108). The Senate rejected an amendment to the FY 2008 Budget Resolution that would have permitted the repeal of the Alternative Minimum Tax, a tax
designed to apply only to millionaires, but now affecting 21 million middle-income families. ACU favors repeal of the AMT and so supported this amendment, which failed March 23,
2007 by a vote of 44-53.

6 . Estate (—Deathl) Tax Repeal
SConRes 21 (Roll Call 109). The Senate rejected an amendment to the FY 2008 Budget Resolution that would have permitted the permanent repeal of the estate tax. ACU favors
elimination of the death tax and supported the amendment, which was defeated March 23, 2007 by a vote of 44-55.

7. Stem Cell Research
S5 (Roll Call 127). The Senate passed a bill mandating the use of federal funds in research on embryonic stem cells derived from surplus embryos at in vitro fertilization clinics.
ACU opposes such research and opposed the bill, which passed April 11, 2007 by a vote of 63-34.

8. Small Business Regulation
S 761 (Roll Call 139). The Senate killed an amendment allowing small businesses to opt out of the most burdensome reporting provisions of the Sarbanes-Oxley Act regulating
reporting of publicly-traded companies on the stock exchange. ACU favors this exemption, but the Senate defeated it April 24, 2007, by a vote of 62-35.

9. Immigration Overhaul—Cloture

S 1348 (Roll Call 206). The Senate refused to stop debate and move to a vote on a bill overhauling immigration law, allowing illegal aliens a path to citizenship and instituting new
border security measures. ACU opposed this measure and supported continued debate. On June 7, 2007 the Senate defeated the cloture motion by a vote of 45-50 (60 votes are
required to invoke cloture).

10. Coastal Drilling for Natural Gas
HR 6 (Roll Call 212). The Senate rejected an amendment to the Energy Policy Bill that would have allowed Virginia to petition for natural gas exploration and drilling in the state’s
coastal waters. ACU favors development of domestic energy sources and supported this amendment, which was defeated June 14, 2007 by a vote of 43-44.



11. Energy Policy

HR 6 (Roll Call 226). The Senate passed legislation imposing massive new regulation on the energy industry, including a rise in automobile mileage to 35 miles per gallon by 2020,
a ban on the incandescent light bulb, new energy efficiency mandates for appliances, the use of 15 billion gallons of biofuels by 2015, and the taxpayer subsidy of new energy
technologies. ACU opposes this kind of direct government interference in the economy, but the bill passed June 21, 2007 by a vote of 65-27.

12. Employee Rights—Cloture

HR 800 (Roll Call 227). The Senate refused to stop debate and move to a vote on a bill that would have stripped workers of the rights to a secret ballot when deciding on
unionization. ACU opposed the bill and supported continued debate. On June 26, 2007, by a vote of 51-48, a majority of the Senate voted to invoke cloture, but under Senate rules
60 votes are required to stop debate.

13. Social Security Benefits for Illegal Aliens

HR 2669 (Roll Call 263). The Senate voted to continue to allow Social Security benefits to be paid for illegal and fraudulent work, including the work of illegal aliens. ACU opposes
such payments and supported the effort to prohibit it. Although a 57-40 majority of the Senate voted July 19, 2007 to waive the Budget Act and allow a direct vote on the prohibition,
under Senate rules 60 votes are required to waive the Budget Act.

14. New Student Loan Program
S 1642 (Roll Call 273). The Senate killed an effort to establish a new program of government loans to full-time undergraduate and graduate students. ACU opposes the creation of
new federal subsidies and opposed this amendment, which failed July 23, 2007 by a vote of 37-54.

15. U.N. Peacekeeping Operations
HR 2764 (Roll Call 317). The Senate killed an amendment designed to stop an increase in the U.S. share of United Nations peacekeeping costs, which is now 25 percent. ACU
opposes increased assistance to the U.N. The amendment failed September 6, 2007 by a vote of 30-63.

16. Abortion and Sterilization
HR 2764 (Roll Call 318). The Senate adopted an amendment that would bar the use of taxpayer money for any organization or program that supports or manages a program of
coercive abortion or involuntary sterilization. ACU favors such a limitation, which was approved September 6, 2007by a vote of 48-45.

17. —Mexico Cityl Policy
HR 2764 (Roll Call 319). The Senate adopted an amendment repealing the Mexico City Policy, which prohibits the use of taxpayer funds by organizations that promote or perform
abortions. ACU supports this limitation and opposed the amendment, which passed September 6, 2007 by a vote of 53-41.

18. Davis-Bacon Requirement
HR 3074 (Roll Call 334). The Senate voted to kill an amendment prohibiting implementation of the Davis-Bacon Act, which requires union rates to be paid on federal construction
projects. ACU opposes Davis-Bacon, and supported the amendment, which was defeated September 12, 2007 by a vote of 56-37.

19. District of Columbia Congressional Seat—Cloture

S 1257 (Roll Call 339). The Senate refused to stop debate and vote on legislation increasing the size of the House of Representatives to 437, giving a seat to the District of
Columbia and an additional seat to Utah. ACU opposed this bill, and supported continued debate. On September 18, 2007, by a vote of 57-42, a majority of the Senate voted to
invoke cloture, but under Senate rules, 60 votes are required to shut off debate.

20. Hate Crimes—Cloture

HR 1585 (Roll Call 350). The Senate voted to stop debate and vote on an amendment establishing a special category of crime if it was based on the victim's race, color, religion,
national origin, sexual orientation, gender or disability. ACU opposes efforts to criminalize thought, but on September 27, 2007 the Senate invoked cloture on the amendment by a
vote of 60-39, after which the amendment was adopted by voice vote.

21. Health Insurance Expansion

HR 976 (Roll Call 353). The Senate passed a major expansion of the State Children’s Health Insurance Program (SCHIP) program authorizing $60 billion over five years, increasing
subsidies and prohibiting the Department of Health and Human Services from requiring that poor children be covered before other groups. The costs of the expansion were to be
paid from increased tobacco taxes. ACU opposed this massive expansion of welfare programs, but it was adopted September 27, 2007 by a vote of 67-29.
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22, Energy Policy—Cloture

HR 6 (Roll Call 425). Although the Senate had earlier voted for new energy regulations (see Vote # 11 above), the House then revised them, and the Senate refused to shut off
debate and move to a final vote on the revised bill mandating increased automobile mileage, the production of 36 billion gallons of “biofuels” by 2022, and new energy efficiency
standards on appliances, lights, and other consumer goods while increasing taxes on domestic oil and gas companies. ACU opposes expansion of federal authority into the
economy and so opposed this bill. On December 13, 2007 by a vote of 59-40, a majority of the Senate voted to pass the bill, but under Senate rules, 60 votes are required to invoke
cloture, so the bill failed.

23. Eminent Domain

HR 2419 (Roll Call 429). The Senate defeated an amendment that would have prohibited federal, state and local governments from using eminent domain to take farmland or
grazing land and use it for parks, open space or similar purposes. ACU opposes misuse of eminent domain, and so supported the amendment. However, on December 13, 2007,
the Senate killed the amendment by a vote of 37-58

24. Energy Policy

HR 6 (Roll Call 430). Voting on a third revision of the Energy Bill (See Vote # 22 above), the Senate this time voted to pass legislation imposing massive new burdens on the
energy industry of the United States while rejecting measures to increase domestic supplies of oil and gas. ACU continued to oppose this intervention in the economy, but on
December 13, 2007, the Senate adopted it by a vote of 86-8.

25. Alternative Minimum Tax Adjustment

HR 2764 (Roll Call 440). The Senate killed a one-year extension of a provision keeping 21 million middle-income taxpayers from being hit with the Alternative Minimum Tax
designed to apply to millionaires. ACU favors complete repeal of the AMT, and so opposed this stop-gap measure. The extension was defeated December 18, 2007 by a vote of
48-46. Although the measure did get a majority of the votes cast, under a unanimous consent agreement, 60 votes were required to pass this bill.

U.S. HOUSE VOTING RECORD DESCRIPTIONS (2007)

1. Minimum Wage Increase
HR 2 (Roll Call 18). The House passed a bill increasing the federal minimum wage by $2.10 over two years, to $7.25 an hour, a 41 percent increase, after rejecting provisions that
would have assisted small businesses in meeting its requirements. ACU opposed this bill, which passed 315-116 on January 10, 2007.

2. Stem Cell Research
HR 3 (Roll Call 20). The House passed a bill mandating federal funding of embryonic stem cells derived from surplus embryos at fertilization clinics. ACU opposed this bill, which
passed 253-174 on January 11, 2007.

3. Iraqg War
HConRes 63 (Roll Call 99). The House adopted a resolution opposing the “surge” of 20,000 additional troops into Iraq. ACU opposed this resolution, which passed 246-182 on
February 16, 2007.

4. Union Elections
HR 800 (Roll Call 116). The House defeated an amendment that would have preserved the right of workers to a secret-ballot in union representation decisions, rather than allowing
use of the “card check” method. ACU supported this amendment, which failed 173-256 on March 1, 2007.

5. Amtrak Funding
HR 1401 (Roll Call 196). The House defeated an amendment that would have eliminated taxpayer funding of the 10 Amtrak long-distance routes that have lost the most passenger
revenue. ACU favored this amendment to restrain wasteful spending, which failed 130-299 on March 27, 2007.



6. District of Columbia Congressional Seat
HR 1905 (Roll Call 231). The House passed legislation increasing the size of the House of Representatives to 437, giving a seat to the District of Columbia and an additional seat to
Utah. ACU opposed this bill, which passed on April 19, 2007 by a vote of 241-177.

7. Religious Freedom
HR 1429 (Roll Call 284). The House defeated a motion that would have allowed religious organizations providing services under the federal Head Start program to consider religion
in their hiring practices. ACU favored this effort, which failed May 2, 2007 on a vote of 195-222.

8. Earmark Reform
HR 1867 (Roll Call 289). The House defeated an amendment to the National Science Foundation reauthorization that would have eliminated spending on such projects as archives
of Andean knotted-string records and bison hunting on the late prehistoric Great Plains. ACU supported this amendment, which failed on May 2, 2007 by a vote of 195-222.

9. Hate Crimes
HR 1592 (Roll Call 299). The House passed a bill making violent crimes against an individual because of race, religion, national origin, gender, sexual orientation, gender identity, or
disability, stand-alone hate crime offenses. ACU opposed this effort to criminalize thought, but it passed on May 3, 2007 by a vote of 237-180.

10. Iraq Troop Withdrawal
HR 2237 (Roll Call 330). The House defeated a bill that would have required the withdrawal of U.S. troops from Iraq within 180 days. ACU opposed this bill, which failed on May 10,
2007 by a vote of 171-255.

11. Missile Defense
HR 1585 (Roll Call 368). The House defeated an amendment restoring funds for the Missile Defense Agency that had been cut by $764 million. ACU supported this amendment,
which failed May 17, 2007 by a vote of 199-226.

12. Border Security Fencing
HR 2638 (Roll Call 476). The House defeated an amendment to the Homeland Security Bill that would have accelerated the construction of a fence along the U.S.-Mexico border.
ACU supported this amendment, which failed June 15, 2007 by a vote of 190-233.

13.—Me xi co Cityll Policy
HR 2764 (Roll Call 534). The House defeated an amendment to the State Department Appropriations Bill strengthening the “Mexico City” policy, which prohibits U.S. aid to
international family planning organizations that perform or promote abortions. ACU supported this amendment, which failed June 17, 2007 by a voted of 205-218.

14. Offshore Natural Gas Development
HR 2643 (Roll Call 552). The House defeated an amendment to the Interior Department Appropriations Bill that would have allowed the Interior Department to issue new leases for
offshore natural gas development in areas at least 25 miles from the U.S. coast. ACU supported this amendment, which failed June 26, 2007, by a vote of 196-233.

15. Union Recognition
HR 3043 (Roll Call 674). The House defeated an amendment to an appropriations bill designed to preserve workers’ rights to a secret-ballot election in union representation
decisions. ACU supported this amendment, which failed on July 19, 2007 by a vote of 167-255.

16. Planned Parenthood Support
HR 3043 (Roll Call 684). The House defeated an amendment to the Health and Human Services Appropriations Bill that would have withheld taxpayer funds from Planned
Parenthood. ACU supported this amendment, which failed July 19, 2007 by a vote of 189-231.

17. Requirement to Speak English
HR 3093 (Roll Call 734). The House defeated an amendment to an appropriations bill that would have prevented the Equal Employment Opportunity Commission (EEOC) from
suing employers who require their employees to speak English in the workplace. ACU favored this amendment, which failed July 26, 2007 by a vote of 202-212.



18. Political Speech
HR 3093 (Roll Call 737). The House adopted an amendment that would have eliminated some of the restrictions placed on electioneering communications imposed by the 2001
Campaign Finance Reform Act. ACU favored this amendment, which passed July 26, 2007 by a vote of 215-205.

19. Health Insurance and Medicare Expansion

HR 3162 (Roll Call 787). The House passed a major expansion of the State Children’s health Insurance Program (SCHIP), authorizing $86 billion over five years and increasing
subsidies. The measure prohibited the Department of Health and Human Services from requiring that poor children be covered before other groups. The costs of the expansion
were to be paid from increased tobacco taxes. ACU opposed this massive expansion of welfare programs, but it was adopted August 1, 2007 by a vote of 225-204.

20. Energy Policy

HR 3221 (Roll Call 832). The House passed legislation regulating lights and appliances (including a ban on the incandescent light bulb), creating new programs for alternative
energy sources, imposing more regulations on energy companies and mandating vastly increased use of “renewable” energy. ACU opposed this extension of governmental
authority over the economy, but it was adopted August 4, 2007 by a vote of 241-172.

21. Housing Trust Fund

HR 2895 (Roll Call 958). The House created a new federal welfare program to assist in the construction, rehabilitation and preservation of “affordable” housing for low-income
families. The fund would be financed from existing federal housing and lending agency income. ACU opposed this new program, but it was adopted October 10, 2007 by a vote of
264-148.

22, Health Insurance and Medicare Expansion—Veto Override
HR 976 (Roll Call982). The House failed to override the President’s veto of a major expansion of the State Children’s Health Insurance Program (SCHIP). (See Vote # 19 above.)
ACU favored the veto and opposed this override effort, which failed October 18 by a vote of 273-156 (a two-thirds vote [286 in this case] is needed to override a presidential veto).

23. Alternative Minimum Tax Adjustment

HR 3996 (Roll Call 1081). The House passed a one-year extension of a provision keeping 21 million middle-income taxpayers from being hit with the Alternative Minimum Tax
designed to apply to millionaires. The measure included other tax increases to ‘pay for” the supposedly “lost” revenue. ACU favors complete repeal of the AMT, and so opposed
this stop-gap measure. The extension was adopted November 9, 2007 by a vote of 216-193.

24.—Cat-ahl I Appropriations

HR 2764 (Roll Call 1171). The House passed a year-end appropriations bill, known as the “Omnibus Appropriations Bill,” incorporating appropriations for 18 separate federal
departments in a $474 billion package. The measure included major spending increases over and above increases requested by the Bush Administration. ACU opposes this kind of
last-minute government spending, but the bill passed December 17, 2007 by a vote of 253-154.

25. Energy Policy

HR 6 (Roll Call 1177). The House passed new energy regulations mandating increased automobile mileage (paid for by $2.1 billion in new taxes), the production of 36 billion gallons
of “biofuels” by 2022, and new energy efficiency standards on appliances, lights, and other consumer goods, while rejecting measures designed to allow an increase in the supplies
of domestic oil and gas. ACU opposed this massive expansion of federal authority into the economy and so opposed this bill, which passed December 18, 2007 by a vote of 314-
100.
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U.S. Senate VOTING RECORD DESCRIPTIONS (2006)

1.Alito Nomination

(Roll Call 2) The Senate voted to confirm Samuel A. Alito as an associate justice of the U.S. Supreme Court. ACU supported the nomination, which passed 58-42 on
January 31, 2006.

2. Asbestos Trust Fund

S 852 (Roll Call 13) The Senate killed an amendment to the Asbestos Trust Fund legislation that would have required plaintiffs to be physically impaired at the time of a

claim, with asbestos exposure a substantial factor in their illness before they could be compensated from the Fund. ACU supported the amendment which was killed 70-27
on February 9, 2006.

3. Tax Reconciliation

HR 4297 Motion to Instruct (Roll Call 16) The Senate passed a motion to instruct conferees on the Tax Reconciliation bill to insist that the conference report include an

extension of the alternative minimum tax exemption for middle class families in 2006 as well as the House-passed two-year extension of the dividends and capital gains tax
cuts. ACU favored the motion, which passed 53-47 on February 14, 2006.



4. Tax Cut Rules
S Con Res 83 (Roll Call 38) The Senate defeated a change in its rules that would have required a 60-vote majority to cut taxes in the future. ACU opposed this rules
change, which was defeated on a 50-50 vote on March 14, 2006.

5. Fiscal 2007 Budget Resolution—- Energy Funding
S Con Res 83 (Roll Call 42) The Senate defeated an amendment that would raise the discretionary spending limit by $4 billion for certain energy programs. It would be
offset by assuming $7.2 billion in new taxes. ACU opposed the amendment, which was defeated 46-54 on March 14, 2006.

6. Spending Limitations
S Con Res 83 (Roll Call 65) The Senate defeated a change in its rules that would make it harder to increase spending beyond the previous year’s levels by creating a point
of order against such spending that could only be set aside by a two-thirds vote. ACU supported this rule change, which was rejected 35-62 on March 16, 2006.

7. Earmark Definitions
S 2347 (Roll Call 81) The Senate killed an amendment expanding the number of pork barrel “earmarks” that would have to be disclosed by the Senators proposing them.
ACU supported this amendment, which was defeated 57-41 on March 29, 2006.

8. Pork Barrel Spending
HR 4939 (Roll Call 99) The Senate killed an amendment that would have prohibited the use of $700 million in the bill to relocate a railroad freight line in Mississippi. ACU
supported the amendment, which was killed 50-47 on April 26, 2006.

9. Medical Malpractice
S 22 (Roll Call 115) The Senate defeated a motion to end a filibuster against a bill that would cap damage awards in medical liability lawsuits. ACU supported this motion,
which got a majority of the votes, but failed because 60 votes are required to end a filibuster. The vote was 48-42 on May 8, 2006.

10. Tax Reconciliation
HR 4297 (Roll Call 118) The Senate adopted a bill extending $70 billion in tax cuts through 2010. The tax cuts include the reduction in capital gains taxes. ACU supported
this legislation, which passed 54-44 on May 11, 2006.

11. Small Business Health Plans

S 1955 (Roll Call 119) The Senate defeated a motion to end a filibuster against a bill allowing small businesses to pool their employees to provide group health insurance.
ACU supported this bill and thus supported this motion, which got a majority of the votes, but failed because 60 votes are required to end a filibuster. The vote was 55-43
May 11, 2006.

12, Immigration Overhaul—Social Security Credit
S 2611 (Roll Call 130) The Senate killed an amendment barring illegal immigrants currently in the country from claiming Social Security credits for work done in years
before they are assigned a valid Social Security number. ACU supported the amendment, which was killed by a vote of 50-49 on May 18, 2006.

13. Immigration Overhaul—Voter Identification
S 2611 (Roll Call 143) The Senate refused to kill an amendment requiring voters to present photo identification at the polls in order to vote. ACU supported the amendment.
The motion to kill it failed 48-49 on May 24, 2006.

14. Immigration Reform
S 2611 (Roll Call 157) The Senate passed a bill overhauling U.S. immigration laws and offering a path to citizenship for most illegal immigrants in the country. The bill also
created was purported to be a guest worker program. ACU opposed this legislation. The bill passed 62-36 on May 25, 2006.

15. Same-Sex Marriage Ban Constitutional Amendment

S JRes. 1 (Roll Call 163) The Senate defeated a motion to end a filibuster against a constitutional amendment defining marriage as consisting only of the union of a man
and a woman. ACU supported the constitutional amendment and thus supported this motion, which got a majority of the votes, but failed because 60 votes are required to
end a filibuster. The vote was 49-48 on June 7, 2006.



16. Death Tax Repeal
HR 8 (Roll Call 164) The Senate defeated a motion to end a filibuster against a bill to permanently repeal of the death tax. ACU supported repeal of the death tax and thus
supported this motion, which got a majority of the votes, but failed because 60 votes are required to end a filibuster. The vote was 57-41 on June 8, 2006.

17. Native Hawaiian Government

S 147 (Roll Call 165) The Senate refused to cut off debate and move to a vote on a bill extending self-determination and self-governance to Native Hawaiians and allowing
for the creation of a native entity that would have a government-to-government relationship with the United States. ACU opposed this legislation and so opposed the motion
to end debate. A majority of the Senate voted for the motion, but Senate rules require 60 votes to stop debate. The vote was 56-41 on June 8, 2006.

18. Iran Sanctions

S 2766 (Roll Call 172) The Senate rejected and amendment that would impose sanctions against foreign governments and companies that invest more than $20 million in
Iran's energy sector until the president certified to Congress that Iran had dismantled its weapons of mass destruction. ACU supported this amendment, which failed on a
vote of 45-54 on June 15, 2006.

19. Iraq Amnesty Policy
S 2766 (Roll Call 177) The Senate adopted a resolution commending the government of Iraq for affirming its position of no amnesty for terrorists who attack U.S. armed
forces. ACU supported the resolution, which passed 64-34 on June 20, 2006.

20. Minimum Wage
S 2766 (Roll Call 179) The Senate rejected an amendment raising the federal minimum wage up to $7.25 per hour. ACU opposed the amendment, which received a
majority vote, but failed because 60 votes were required for passage. The vote was 52-46 on June 21, 2006.

21. Iraq Troop Withdrawal
S 2766 (Roll Call 182) The Senate rejected a resolution calling on the president to begin phased withdrawal of U.S. troops from Iraq and to submit to Congress by the end
of 2006 a plan with estimated dates for continued phased withdrawal. ACU opposed this resolution, which failed 39-60 on June 22, 2006.

22, Border Fencing
HR 5441 (Roll Call 200) The Senate rejected an amendment providing for the construction of 370 miles of double-layered fencing and at least 461 miles of vehicle barriers
along the U.S.-Mexico border. ACU supported the amendment, which failed 29-71 on July 13, 2006.

23. Embryonic Stem Cell Research
HR 810 (Roll Call 206) The Senate passed a bill allowing the use of federal funds in research on embryonic stem cells. ACU opposed this legislation, which passed by a
vote of 63-37 on July 18, 2006.

24. Parental Notification of Abortion
S 403 (Roll Call 216) The Senate passed a bill making it a federal crime to take a minor across state lines to obtain an abortion in order to circumvent state parental
notification and consent laws. ACU supported this legislation, which passed 65-34 on July 25, 2006.

25. Gulf of Mexico Offshore Oil and Gas Drilling

S 3711 (Roll Call 219) The Senate passed a bill authorizing drilling in about 8.3 million acres of the eastern Gulf of Mexico. ACU supported this bill, which passed 71-25 on
August 1, 2006.
